The South Side Community Coalition will be renewed for another program year of the Michigan Absti-

nence Program (MAP).  The MAP program will offer free abstinence based health education for youth in 

the Greater Lansing area.  After a pilot phase beginning in March 2011 our full programming year will be-

gin in the fall of 2011.  We are honored and excited to be given this great opportunity to increase commu-

nity awareness about this important issue.  Youth will learn methods of rejecting sexual advances as well as 

learn skills to resist  peer pressure to abuse alcohol and drug.  In addition to free youth educational pro-

gramming, South Side Community Coalition will also be able to hold free workshops to help parents learn 

communication skills when talking to their child about abstinence.  The program will also involve fun edu-

cational workshops for youth and parents to participate in together as well as community service opportuni-

ties.
